Feeling the chaos of 2020, Luke found 
comfort in re-discovering his unseen 
poetry, delving through stacks of old 
notebooks filled with thoughts of love, 
loss, lust, and confusion. He spent 
evenings rewriting out the words that 
resonated, realising that as a poet he 
had only ever performed the moods he 
thought people could relate to.

He says ‘I found all these words I’d written 
that were unperformed. All these bits of 
me that were meaningful, that I had never 
shared with anyone. I felt that they were 
too odd, or too weird, or too revealing. 
During lockdown, I began exploring, 
examining, and accepting the moods 
that make me who I am. And I decided 
to share them in this book, to connect 
to anyone out there, who feels just as 
strange as me’.



Luke Norton’s book ‘Just as Strange 
as You’ includes long poems, short 
poems, sexy poems, sad poems, bad 
poems, mad poems, and some strange 
ones too.
